Here’s to hoping that many of you
are similarly finding it possible to reconnect with
places and people after more than two years of
pandemic. As universities and countries ease
restrictions, I also hope that everyone stays safe and
healthy over the next while.

This was a leadership transition year for LASG. I am
sorry to say goodbye to our vice chair, Audrey Joslin,
and our secretary-treasurer, Jennifer Langill, both
of whom have been fabulous to collaborate with over
the last two years — despite never having met in
person. Thank you, Audrey and Jennifer, for your
persistent efforts and enthusiasm! You will be
missed. Although I'm sad to see them go, I'm also
excited to welcome their replacements. Amy
Thompson, who is Assistant Professor of Geography
and the Environment at the University of Texas at
Austin, will come on board as the new vice chair,
while Nicholas Padilla, Assistant Professor of
Geography, Environment, and Tourism at Western
Michigan University, will come on board at the new
secretary-treasurer. They will officially begin their
roles on July 1, 2022, and they will be the first
officers to move through LASG’s new rotating
leadership system. Welcome, Amy and Nick! We are
happy to have you on board.

LASG was busy at the AAG this year, despite our
disappointment not to see everyone in person in
New York. We sponsored 17 excellent paper and
panel sessions, and we also co-organized the JLAG
Lecture, which featured a group of Black women
geographers from Brazil discussing their efforts to
organize against fascism, as well as their thoughts on
Brazil’'s upcoming presidential elections. This
lecture, which was co-sponsored by CLAG and the
Black Geographies Specialty Group, was delivered in
Portuguese with live interpretation in English, and
will hopefully soon appear as a bilingual publication
in JLAG, so keep your eyes peeled for that.

It's my pleasure to announce
the winners of LASG’s annual
awards, who were also
announced at our business
meeting at the AAG.
Although our budget has
been constrained by the
pandemic, we were
nevertheless able to grant
two student field awards (one
at the PhD level and one at the MA level), one
student paper award, and two solidarity awards. The
PhD winner was Ingrid Diaz Moreno from the
Department of Geography at the University of North
Carolina, whose work will investigate how women
workers and plantation landscapes are being
produced by the expansion of the oil-palm industry
in the Llanos of Colombia. The MA winner was
Andrea Pimentel Rivera from the Department of
Geography and GIS / Urban and Regional Planning
at University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign,
whose research will explore how Puerto Rico’s debt
crisis and post-disaster infrastructural collapse is
shaping equity in transportation governance. The
student paper award winner was Clare Beer from the
Department of Geography at UCLA, whose paper
was titled, “Bankrolling Biodiversity: The Politics of
Philanthropic Conservation Finance in Chile.”
Finally, we granted two solidarity awards, one to
support a student’s virtual attendance at the AAG
and one to support live interpretation at a
multilingual (Portuguese and English) event. The
solidarity awards are new for us, and we look
forward to offering more of them in the future.

That’s all for now, folks. For those of you entering
summer months, may they be restful and
restorative. For those of you entering winter (as I will
be soon), stay warm and dry. And to everyone, thank
you for your ongoing support of LASG.

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Congratulations! Andrew Sluyter Awarded Carnegie Fellowship

Dr. Andrew Sluyter, Professor of Geography at Louisiana State University and CLAG
member, is honored to have received a highly prestigious 2022 Andrew Carnegie
Fellowship. Out of 300 extraordinary scholars nominated by the leaders of select
universities and other preeminent institutions, the foundation has awarded twenty-
eight fellowships. Each fellow receives $200,000 over two years to support visionary
scholarship on important and enduring issues confronting our society.

Andrew Sluyter grew up in Canada and is in the first generation of his family to graduate
high school. He went on to earn his B.A. and M.A. degrees from the University of British
Columbia and his Ph.D. from The University of Texas at Austin. Currently a Professor of
Geography at Louisiana State University, his research concerns understanding racialized
places and landscapes in order to contribute to decolonization, a more equitable and inclusive
society, and more sustainable relationships with nature. Two decades ago, he authored Colonialism and Landscape,
the seminal monograph on settler colonialism in his field. Black Ranching Frontiers: African Cattle Herders of the
Atlantic World, 1500—1900 followed a decade later to reveal the long-silenced voices of people of African origin
regarding the establishment of cattle ranching throughout the Americas. His most recent book, the prize-
winning Hispanic and Latino New Orleans: Immigration and Identity since the Eighteenth Century,
addresses how immigrants from Spain and Latin America have long played central roles in creating New
Orleans and its remarkable sense of place. He has served as the Executive Director of the Conference of Latin
Americanist Geographers, Editor in Chief for the Americas of the Journal of Historical Geography, and on
various committees of the American Association of Geographers. Previous honors include the J.B. Jackson Book
Prize from the American Association of Geographers, the Carl O. Sauer Distinguished Scholarship Award from
the Conference of Latin Americanist Geographers, and a Fellowship from the American Council of Learned
Societies.

Purpose of this special e n

Climate variability and climate change are complex global realities that confront us
as a society with increasing frequency, intensity and magnitude and create instability
for human habitability to adapt, where agriculture and even biogeography are
disrupted. Although all the components of space are linked to these phenomena and
their impacts, the response and adaptation capacity of man and biota is
differentiated, specific to each latitude. Each society defines its relationship with an
event, depending on its type, its exposure to it and the development of a culture of
risk or resilience, which will determine the degree of threat and, possibly, the degree
of catastrophe it faces.

The knowledge of the phenomena, whether geological (volcanic eruptions,
earthquakes and landslides), hydro-meteorological (floods, droughts, frosts, tropical
cyclones and fires), biological (pandemics) or within a multi-hazard scenario
(different types of phenomena occurring at the same time), The degree of
awareness of their interdependence with anthropogenic and ecological processes,
economic, technical and technological development, infrastructure, public palicies
and community participation, among others, will depend on their incorporation into
the programming of human activities in their area of influence.

With regard to the above, a new logic of prevention and management has arisen in
which it is understood that the disaster does not only lie in the event, but in the
knowledge of the event and, in the same way, that it is as important to intervene
before as during and after an event. This has led to the articulation of the efforts and
experiences of the entities that act at different scales.

Thus, this special issue aims to bring together scholars and researchers interested
in issues related to climate variability, global warming and climate change, as well
as their important socio-spatial implications, interested in presenting their
manuscripts of diverse nature, such as research (quantitative, qualitative or mixed),
literature reviews and critical reflections.
